The heart of Gaudete et Exsultate is dedicated to the
idea that holiness means following Jesus. Pope Francis
considers each of the Beatitudes as embodying what it
means to be holy. But if the Beatitudes show us what
holiness means, the Gospel also shows us the criterion
by which we will be judged: “I was hungry and you gave
me food... thirsty and you gave me drink... a stranger
and you welcomed me... naked and you clothed me...
sick and you took care of me... in prison and you visited
me.
