BAGHDAD, Irag, JULY 9, 2007 (Zenit.org).- In spite
of  persecution, ordinations and first Holy
Communions bring signs of hope for the Christian
community. On July 7, Father Ephram Gallyana, 31,
was ordained a Chaldean priest....Father Ephram
placed a cross of yellow roses on the tomb of Father
Ragheed murdered with 3 Deacons on June 4™ with
the inscription, "from your brother, Ephram Gallyana."
The new priest pledged to "continue the work of
Father Ragheed."....On Sunday, 59 children received
their  first Holy Communion in Baghdad.
Dressed like novice monks and sisters, the children
went to the Syrian-Catholic Church of Our Lady of
Salvation. “I prayed that Jesus returns my father
safe," said 1l-year-old Matti. His father was
kidnapped nine months ago, and has not been heard
from since.
